The CAC publishes ten newsletters a year. Each issue of TRAILS has articles about Club events and lists activity schedules for each lodge. 

You will receive an email when each new issue of TRAILS is ready for you to download. The current issue can also be accessed on our website, together with all back issues.
The CAC has a website that has a lot of useful information for members.. Please go to www.californiaalpineclub.org
BEFORE you register as a new member, take a look around the website. This is what the public (non-members) will see. In particular, note the calendar. Only registered members will see the “drill-down” information that contains detailed information about the events.  

Now it’s time to register:
· Select Members from the gold bar  

· Please note that if the membership is for more than one person, each should register for the website (if each is going to logon separately and each has a separate email address).
· Below Existing Users Log In, you will see New User Registration. This is where you will register as a new user. The first item is Choose a Username. Choose something you will remember! Fill out the remainder of the form and press the Register button.

· After you register, you will see a Thank You message. The registration process has begun.  
· A member of the registration team will verify your membership and “activate” you on the website. This might take a couple of days (we are all “volunteers”!!). Once you are activated a WordPress (web software) system generated email will be sent to you. The message will include your user name and a system generated password. The email may be in your spam mail, so be sure to check there if you don’t see it within a couple of days. 

· The system generated message will also give you instructions on how to change your password to one you might prefer to use (more easily remembered) 

· Your user name and password are unique and should not be shared with anyone else. Please record this information in a safe place

In addition to financial reports, meeting minutes, etc., the members-only portion of our website also includes the Quick Reference Guide.  This is a handy, concise 4 page document that will provide you with Club and lodge philosophy, activities, policies, and event pricing.

Our members are the lifeblood of our organization. Without our member volunteers the Club would not exist. We strongly encourage you to participate in at least one volunteer activity each year. TRAILS lists the scheduled work parties for both lodges. If attendance at a formal work party is difficult for you to schedule, there are numerous other ways to pitch in. Check with any of the Club leadership. Both Lodges offer Host Trainings twice a year for members who wish to organize events for the Club or have their own private event.
